EXHIBITIONS

Farnham Creates – a Season of Crafts, October - early December
This is a collaborative programme of cultural events taking place in four key craft venues in Farnham, from October until early December.  The partners in this strategic grouping - New Ashgate Gallery, Crafts Study Centre, Farnham Maltings and University College for the Creative Arts at Farnham (UCCA) - have developed Farnham Creates to champion and celebrate the variety and quality of contemporary crafts in the region, for the benefit of new and existing audiences in Farnham and the local region.
New ceramics by Natasha Daintry, 6-27October

(This exhibition forms part of Farnham Creates – a Season of Craft.)
Colour is very important in Natasha’s thrown porcelain work. Inspired by the ancient architecture of ziggurats she stacks colour and relies on the way one colour repels or reacts with another to create a kind of visual electrical charge. Subtle transparent glazes of cobalt and manganese are jolted by hot, opaque yellows and reds. Her scattered cylinders (shown above) are tiny but as intense as miniature Persian paintings.

New ceramics by John Wright, 6-27 October

(This exhibition forms part of Farnham Creates – a Season of Craft.)
John studied at the universities of Nottingham and Loughborough. Throughout his career as a teacher of Art and Design he worked in clay. He now spends all his time at his ceramics studio practice. He finds constant inspiration in the intense colours and textures of the Cornish coast. The sea currents and the ebb and flow of the tide are reflected in his techniques of dipping, re-dipping and layering glazes over the bare clay forms. The textures of his glazes are reminiscent of the weathered surface of stone.

Rarefind Autumn,  until 27 October

Craft – focus on smaller scale and priced, functional and non-functional work featuring ceramics by Christopher Barnes, Sue Binns, Lucy Burley, Bryony Burn, Rachel Holian, Yo Thom and James & Tilla Waters; wire sculpture by Lauren Van Helmond;  wood by Rosemary Wright; textiles by Poppy Treffry and Sally Weatherill.

New paintings by Christine McArthur, 6-27 October

Poetry is the consistent thread in all Christine’s still life paintings. She uses techniques in sympathy with the subject matter thus giving all of her paintings a rare individuality. In Christine McArthur’s work she celebrates the small ordinary everyday things that happen in life, what Norman McCaig, the Scottish poet, called "miracles in working clothes". So the paintings can be about events real, imagined or wished for.

New prints by Angie Lewin, 6-27 October

Angie’s linocuts and wood engravings are based on plant forms, especially seed heads, seen against sea and sky, on her walks on the North Norfolk coast; she is also influenced by the contrasting landscape and native plants of the Scottish Highlands. She prints small editions of rarely more than 40, onto Japanese paper.
